
From the Desk of DG, NCRB 
 

While wishing all of you a very happy new year 2011, I also extend 
my gratitude and appreciation for all those suggestions that we have 
received for our previous editions of NCRB newsletter. This medium 
of connectivity has brought the police fraternity closer to NCRB. It is 
great to know that through this channel of communication we have 
been able to open a small window for all of you to peep into the 
activities of NCRB. 
CCTNS has been an activity that has kept us busy ever since we 
embarked upon it in June 2009. With tight timelines for the 

implementation of the project, plenty of activities are being carried out both  in the Centre 
as well as in the States. In the preceding months we have taken a few more strides towards 
achieving our goals in CCTNS. All 35 States / UTs have submitted Project Implementation 
and Monitoring Reports (RIM). Conference Room Pilot (CRP) on Core Application 
Software has been held twice during the preceding quarter. Suggestions received from the 
State/ UT teams represented by all levels of police functioning right from Constables to IGP 
are being incorporated into the CAS. We are in final stages of finalization of networking 
infrastructure with BSNL as the main service provider. States/ UTs have been provided 
with model templates for Request for Proposal (RFP) for System Integrator to be selected 
by States/ UTs for CCTNS project.  It has also been decided that Automated Fingerprint 
Identification System (AFIS) will be integrated with CCTNS which will be a very significant 
step in the right direction for the investigating officers.  Capacity building which is a vital 
area for the success of the project has produced very encouraging results. So far about 
90,000 personnel have been training in the Basic IT Training. This skilled workforce as 
well as many more that will be added in the future will form the backbone of the paradigm 
change in the Police working in this country. 
 

During the quarter we have released next volumes of Crime in India (2009), Accidental 
Deaths and Suicides in India (2009) and Prison Statistics (2008). 
 

NCRB has been receiving excellent support of top leadership in States and UTs as well as 
CCTNS nodal officers. This support and push in the State and UTs are required in continual 
basis so that we are able meet tight timelines and success in the endeavour of empowering 
Indian Police with IT.

Latest Success Stories of  CFPB 
 

Case - DD No. 18 A dated 02/12/2010 PS - Dariyaganj, Delhi 
On 06/12/2010, the fingerprints of a dead body found in the jurisdiction of Dariyaganj PS, were forwarded to CFPB, 
NCRB for the purpose of identification. 
The fingerprints of the dead body which were smudged and were of poor quality, were taken up for the processing in 
FACTS by Finger Print experts. After putting in the finger print slip the poor quality prints were edited carefully so as to 
clearly bring out the few ridge characteristics for enabling purposeful search by the system. Thereafter senior finger print 
experts used their expertise in verification of the fingerprints, by meticulously comparing the limited ridge characteristics 
available in the search print with that of the database prints shortlisted by the system. They successfully matched the fin-
gerprints of the dead body against the record prints of Ajay S/o Arjun Singh, No. C-301, Mat 20 Vihar, Delhi. The es-
tablishing of identity further revealed that Ajay S/o. Arjun Singh was a habitual criminal having been convicted by the 
courts for various offences u/s 379/411/34 of IPC and also twice u/s 27 61/85 of Narcotic Drugs & Psychotropic Sub-
stances Act. 

NCRB hired office space at Splendor Forum, Jasola to accommodate CCTNS team comprising of NCRB, Central Project Management 
Unit (PWC) and software development agency (WIPRO). The Office was inaugurated on 8th October’2010 by the then DG,NCRB Shri

गया है जो सफेद कमीज, मे पेन्ट पहने हैं, दाएं हाथ पर 'ऊँ' का गोदना है व उॆ लगभग 32 साल है। िसतम्बर 2010 में थाना ओखला ओधौिगक 
के्षऽ से सूचना िमली िक DD No. 32A िदनांक 06.04.2010 एक व्यिक्त नाम नत्थूलाल उॆ 40 साल, सफेद कमीज व मे पेन्ट पहने है व दाएं हाथ पर 
'ऊँ' का गोदना है जो िदनांक 30.03.2010 से गुम है। दोनों सूचनाएँ घटना के महीनों बाद िमली थी परंतु दोनों घटनाओ ंमे 'ऊँ' शब्द की दाएं हाथ 
पर गुदाई को गंभीरता से िलया गया व सावधानी से िवशे्लषण करने पर पाया गया िक दोनों सूचनाओ ंमें पहनावा, गोदाई, कद-काठी, रंग व मतृ 
व्यिक्त व गुम व्यिक्त के फोटो में भी बहुत समानता हैं। संबंिधत व्यिक्त के पिरजनों को इस िवषय पर सूिचत िकया उन्होंने मतृ व्यिक्त का फोटो देख 
कर उसे नत्थूलाल गुमशुदा के रूप में पहचान िलया।  

अपहत सूरज लावािरस िमला 
थाना उत्तम नगर ने FIR No. 354/10 U/s 363 IPC िदनांक 02.11.2010 के अन्तगर्त एक 7 वषीर्य बालक सूरज के अपहरण का मामला दजर् िकया था व 
NCRB को सूिचत िकया था। उपिनदेशक (FRST) NCRB की देखरेख में अपराध िरकाडर् शाखा के अिधकािरयो व कमर्चािरयो ने िबना देरी िकए इस नन्हे

न रखते हुए घर पर भी इंटरनेट के जिरए जारी रखा व पाया िक ZIP NET WEBSITE पर एक 7 वषीर्य बालक सूरज के थाना िवकासपुरी मे DD No. 16 A 

िदनांक 13.10.2010 को लावािरस िमलने की सूचना है।  इस लावािरस िमले बच्चे की सूचना संबंिधत थाने ने NCRB को नही दी थी। कमर्चारी ने 
बच्चे के िपता को संपकर्  िकया व बरामद बच्चे का फोटो नेट पर िदखाया और िपता ने बच्चे को पहचान िलया। शाखा के अिधकािरयों व कमर्चािरयों 
की सतकर् ता व कमर्ठता से ही, बच्चे के गुम व बरामद होने की ितिथ, उॆ, नाम व पहने हुए कपड़ों के िवशे्लषण के आधार पर, िमलान सम्भव हो 
पाया। 

 "VT" से अज्ञात मतृ युवक िवबम टोकस की पहचान 
फरवरी 2010 को इस कायार्लय को थाना कालकाजी िदल्ली से सूचना िमली िक FIR No. 73/10 िदनांक 17.02.2010 u/s 279/304 A IPC के 

अन्तगर्त िदनांक 16.2.2010 को एक 35 वषीर्य व्यिक्त, िजसने नीले रंग का शेकसूट पहना था व िजसके दाएं हाथ पर VT गुदा था, घायल हो गया 
था जो 17.02.2010 को मतृ घोिषत िकया गया है। 

िदसंबर 20, 2010 को थाना वसंत िवहार ने सूिचत िकया िक DD No. 14 A िदनांक 21.06.2010 के अनुसार एक व्यिक्त िवबम टोकस 
उॆ 27 साल िदनांक 15.02.2010 से गुम है िजसके दाएं हाथ पर  'VT' गुदा है। दोनों सूचनाओ ंकी ूािप्त िमलने में लगभग 4 महीने का अंतराल, 
उॆ मे 8 साल का अंतराल व पहनावे में िभन्नता होने के बावजूद दोनों सूचनाओ ंका गहन िवशे्लषण िकया गया व पाया िक मतृ व्यिक्त के दाएं हाथ 
पर  'VT'  का गोदना गुमशुदा िवबम टोकस हो सकता है। परंतु गुमशुदा व्यिक्त का पहनावा बिनयान व हाफ पेंट बताया गया था जबिक मतृ व्यिक्त 
ने नीले रंग का शेकसूट पहना था। इन सभी असमानताओ ंके बावजूद दाएं हाथ पर 'VT' का गोदना व गुमाशुदगी व दघुर्टना की तारीख पर अन्वेषण 
को केन्िीत कर िवबम टोकस के पिरजनो से संपकर्  साधा तो उन्होंने बताया िक गुमशुदा व्यिक्त नीले रंग का शेकसूट पहने था। शरीर पर िमले 'VT' 

गोदने, पहनावे, कद-काठी, उॆ आिद से यह सािबत हो रहा था िक अज्ञात मतृक ही िवबम टोकस है िजसे पिरजनो ने भी फोटो मे पहचान िलया 
था। 

अज्ञात मतृ युवक की पहचान 
थाना हजरत िनजामुद्दीन (रेलवे) से सूचना ूाप्त हुई िक 14.03.2010 को एक 30-35 वषीर्य अज्ञात व्यिक्त रेल दघुर्टना मे मतृ िमला है 

जो हरी टी-शटर्, नीली जींस व लाल जूते पहने है। मतृ व्यिक्त का फोटो में चेहरा ःपष्ट नहीं था। इस घटना के महीनों बाद िदल्ली पुिलस द्वारा भेजे 
गए बुलेिटन में एक 20 वषीर्य लड़के िवकास @ िवक्की के थाना गोिवन्दपुरी से िदनांक 14.3.2010 से लापता होने को सूचना ूाप्त हुई। िवकास @ 
िवक्की गुमशुदगी के वक्त हरे रंग की टी-शटर्, नीली जींस व लाल-सफेद रंग के ःपोटर् शूज पहने था। दोनों सूचनाओ ंमे उॆ में 10-15 साल का अतंर 
बताया गया था परंतु पहनावा, कद-काठी, रंग आिद इस बात का इशारा कर रहे थे िक गमुशुदा िवकास @ िवक्की ही वो व्यिक्त हो सकता है जो 
14.3.2010 को थाना हजरतिनजामुदीन (रेलवे) ने रेल दघुर्टना में मतृ बताया है। गुमशुदा व्यिक्त के पिरजनों से अन्य कुछ सुराग जैसे बाएं हाथ में 
काला धागा बंधा होना व दाएं हाथ में ःटील का कड़ा होना आिद के बारे में चचार् की गई जो गुमशुदगी िरपोटर् में नही थी उन्होंने (NCRB) कायार्लय 
आकर लाश का फोटो आिद देख कर इस बात की पुिष्ट की िक मतृ व्यिक्त गुमशुदा िवकास @ िवक्की ही है।

One-day Workshop was held on 1st of Oct, 2010, 
for all the Nodal Officers and their SPMC 
representative to discuss the observations on 
PIM reports (mainly Financial) 

• Project Implementation and Monitoring (PIM) Report has 
been submitted by all 35 States/UT s and has been reviewed by 
NCRB and submitted to MHA for approval 

• Conference Room Pilot was held in 2 rounds in October and in 
November. Screens for five scenarios were discussed with a team 
consisiting of Lawyers, represntatives from all States/UT s range 
including Head constables to IGP. Following this a CRP Kit was 
delivered by SDA, M/s Wipro to NCRB. 

• Central Technical Team Meeting were held for 
implementation and final acceptance of BSNL proposal 

• BSNL has been selected to provide the Networking 
solutions for CCTNS and the proposal was evaluated and 
reviewed by Dept of Information Technology, Sh.K. K. Pathak,  
JS(CS) and Smt. B. Bhamathi, AS(CS). 

• Meeting was held with Home Secretary on review of CCTNS 
in December 

• Empowered Committee Meeting was held for fund revision 
and re-allocation for CCTNS 

• Model Template for Request For Proposal (RFP) for System 
Integrator(SI) at States was shared with states. 

• Best Practises Report was submitted to NCRB by M/s Wipro 
and was evaluated by Central Project Management Unit (CPMU), 
M/s Price Waterhouse Coopers Pvt. Ltd. 

• The Functional Requirement Specification (FRS) was 
finalised by NCRB with CPMU. 

• The System Requiremnet Specifications (SRS) is in the 
finalization stage, which will be the benchmark in all further 
Design and Development of Core Application Software (CAS). 

• The Process Change Report submitted by M/s Wipro is 
finalised by NCRB with guidance from CPMU. 

• A Best Practises Report was prepared with the inputs from 
Business Process Re-engineering (BPR) study, Interpol Study etc 
and the report is in the process of finalisation. 

• Automated Fingerprint Identification Systems (AFIS) will 
also be integrated into CCTNS 

• Solar Power will be facilitated for power backup in CCTNS. 

• RFP was released and through the process of Tender M/s HCL 
has been selected for Procurement of Hardware and Software for 
NCRB for IT Infrastructure building for CCTNS 

• Capacity building infrastructure has been established in 9 
States/UTs and is in progress in other States/UTs. 
Approximately 90000 personnel have been trained in Basic IT 
Training.
